The As-Salam Alaikum Corporation has focused attention upon the plight of our Muslim Brothers who have the misfortune of being incarcerated in the Oklahoma Department of Corrections (ODOC).   We are currently corresponding with the Muslims in 9 Oklahoma prisons and the list is growing at a steady pace
We have received letters from brothers complaining of religious discrimination, and deprivation of basic religious freedoms. Most recently, Muslim communities in the ODOC have faced a disturbing wave of bigotry and outright hostility and religiously motivated discrimination and attacks on existing and proposed Islamic programs. Muslims in prison are being unfairly targeted simply for exercising their basic constitutional right to religious liberty.
Many of the letters that we receive from the brothers are simple requests for Qur’ans, prayer rugs, prayer caps, books, and other materials that we have been sending them according to our ability.  Yet our ability is limited to your support and contributions.  Please contact us with advise and all assistance you are willing to freely give.
The ACLU has declared Religious freedom is one of America's most fundamental liberties, and a central principle upon which our nation was founded. Unfortunately, though, throughout America's history, almost every religious group has been the target of discrimination at one point or another. Tolerance and fairness have generally prevailed, but only after principled voices have transcended prejudice and hatred.
Reiterating Maryland's and the other colonies' earlier colonial legislation, the Virginia Statute for Religious Freedom, written in 1779 by Thomas Jefferson, proclaimed:
"[N]o man shall be compelled to frequent or support any religious worship, place, or ministry whatsoever, nor shall be enforced, restrained, molested, or burdened in his body or goods, nor shall otherwise suffer, on account of his religious opinions or belief; but that all men shall be free to profess, and by argument to maintain, their opinions in matters of religion, and that the same shall in no wise diminish, enlarge, or affect their civil capacities."
Those sentiments also found expression in the First Amendment of the national constitution, part of the United States' Bill of Rights:
"Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof..."
